HISTORY OF BOWLING GREEN, KENTUCKY

Bowling Green, home of Western Kentucky State Col

lege, is located In the south central part of Kentuc'iy.

Because of Its unique location, 11^ miles south of Louis

ville and 63 miles north of Nashville, Bowling Green has

become a center of culture and trade. Today, it exempli

fies the awakening which has taken place in the South

since the turn of the century. Although Bowling Green is

still the center of one of the states largest milk pro

ducing and livestock market areas, it is rapidly assuming

importance in industry. Located here are such firms as

Union Underwear, Pet Milk Corporation, Detrex Chemical

Company, Wren Manufacturing Company, Cutler-Hammer Cor

poration, Field Packing Company, and the Bowling Green

Manufacturing Company.

In 1792, when Kentucky was admitted to the Union, a

small, typical, pioneer settlement of 12 to 14 miles of

fertile land was established near what later became Bowling

Green. This settlement, called McFaddens Station, was

a popular stopping place for travelers going over the

Cumberland trail to Nashville. About 1794, two brothers,

George and Robert Moore, came from Virginia and built

the first log cabin on the site of what is now the city

of Bowling Green. The Moore brothers' cabin became a

favorite meeting place for local settlers. Surrounding

the cabin was a large grove of beautiful trees. In the



late afternoon the men of the village would gather there

and roll wooden balls on the green, thus the name Bowling-

green (old style). Bowling Green (new style), was incor

porated March 6, 1798.

Bowling Green is the county seat of Warren County,

the 24th county formed in the state. It was established

from a part of Logan County in 1796, and derives its

name from General Joseph Warren, hero of Bunker Hill.

With the outbreak of the Civil War, a newly consti

tuted state of Kentucky was created in sovereign convention,

November 18-20, 1861, in Russellville, Kentucky. It es

tablished Bowling Green, as the Confederate capital of

the state. This honor, however, was short lived for

the union troops recaptured Bowling Green and southern

Kentucky, returning it to the Union.

Western Kentucky State College has had a business administration pro
gram only since 1961, but the program of the College of Commerce, merged
with Western in Jixne, 1963, dates back to 1874.

Students in the business area follow prograxns leading to degrees in

accoxinting and in business administration with emphasis in majiagement, market
ing, and finance. Approximately 1, 500 students are currently enrolled in the
various programs. A smaller number of students are in the business education

program which has about 85 majors at present.

A vast majority of the students taking the above programs are men,

and there is a need for an organization of interested males who maintain a high
standard of educational achievement and who demonstrate a genuine professional
approach to their future careers .

Beta Gamma Kappa has already attracted a considerable number of

young men who meet the criteria. It would be most fitting for this organiza
tion to be affiliated with a strong national organization such as Delta Sigma Pi.

The administrative officers of the College pledge themselves to the

support of such an arrangement and to the ongoing program of the local chapter.

HISTORY OF WESTERN

Western was established by act of the 1906 Legis

lature of Kentucky. Prior to this time, there had

existed in Bowling Green, Ogden College, the Southern

Normal School, and the Bowling Green Business University,

whose president was Dr. Henry Hiardin Cherry, Dr. Cherry

became the first president of ViFestern Kentucky State

Normal School, when on January 1, 1907, Southern Normal

School was transferred to the state. The state insti

tution occupied the building and grounds of the Southern

Normal School, known as the Ogden Campus, until 1911,

when the state normal school was transferred to College

Heights, its present site.

In 1922, the Kentucky Legislature changed the name

of the institution to Western Kentucky State Normal School

and Teachers College and granted to the college the right

to confer baccalaureate degrees upon its graduates. In

September of the same year, the executive council approved

a course of study four years above the high school and

authorized the conferring of the baccalaureate degree on

its completion. In 1930, the name was changed to Western

Kentucky State Teachers College, and in 1948 to Western

Kentucky State College,

Western entered into a co-operative education pro

gram with the Bowling Green College of Commerce. The

purpose of such a program was to offer to students of



both institutions the more highly developed parts of

the program of both schools. On June 1, 1963, Western

expanded its educational offerings by absorbing the

Bowling Green College of Commerce.

Western Kentucky State College is ranked second

in total enrollment among the state supported colleges

of Kentucky. The growth is phenominal to see and

easily witnessed by stepping onto the campus. New

buildings are being erected every semester and while

these are being built more are in the planning stage.

At this moment, the construction of two new dormi

tories, a new football stadium, and a new classroom

building which will also house the Department of Bus

iness and Government are being planned. It is ex

pected that the department will be moved into the

new home for the 1965 school year. vVestern more than

doubled the teaching staff in the last four years

and now has a ratio of 19.8 students to every Professor.

HISTORY OF COLLEGE OF COI'UvlERCE

The College of Commerce was a pioneer institution

for education in the South. In its early years it

concentrated on vocational business education of immediate

value in obtaining eraoloyraent. The College of Commerce

traces its origin through preceding institutions to the

Bowling Green Business University organized in 1874,

During the ensuing years the Business University turned

to the purpose of a specialized institution of post

high-school business education. In 1922, the College

of Commerce was organized in conjunction with the Business

University as a Junior College. Later, in 1926, the

College of Commerce was expanded to a four-year senior

college, and operated under a separate charter. The

Boivling Green Business University terminated its educa

tional activities at the close of the 1960 academic year.

A^t that tine the Bowling Green College of Commerce was

incorporated as a rion-p:ofit, four-year college. On

June 1, 1963, 'Western Kentucky State College and Bowling

Green College of Commerce merged. The College of Commerce

terminated an illustrious career of service to the South.

IDEALS OF VJESTERN

The ideals on which Western Kentucky State College

is founded were first declared by Dr. Henry Hardin Cherry,

the founder and first president of the college. Three

of the most essential of these ideas were formulated by

Dr. Cherry as early as 1892. They are as follows:

1. To be a live school and to impart to its students

a burning zeal to do and to be something.

2. To let the reputation of the school be sustained

by real merit.

3. To lead the student to understand that a broad

and liberal education is essential to the highest

degree of success in any endeavor of life.

The seal of the college contains two additional and

intergral ideals which the college fosters and emphasizes.

One of these is "Life More Life", which expresses the

idea that education should increase the individuals power

and desire to live a noble life. Above all, the motto of

the college "The Spirit Makes the Master", expresses the

central ideal undergirding Western Kentucky State College.

This motto challenges each VJestern student to realize

his full potential as an individual.

November 16, the birth date of President H. H. Cherry,

was designated as Founders Day in 1931. The annual cele

bration was innaugurated by the Board of Regents to render

homage to the founder of VJestern and to maintain the lofty



standards and ideals of the college. Ogden Day is ob

served annually during the month of April to pay tri

bute to Ogden College and its founders.

GENERAL INFORMATION

The Western Kentucky State College carapus, locally

known as "The Hill", along with the city of Bowling

Green, is rich in local and state history. Located

in the midst of the college campus is the site of a

Civil War battle trench. This memorial. Fort Albert

Sidney Johnson, is a highly valued and treasured aspect

of the tradition rich Western campus.

The main buildings of the college are situated

along the crest of a large hill which is visible for

miles from the different approaches to the city. Count

ed among the colleges facilities are the newly com

pleted Academic-Athletic Building, which contains the

8,500 spectator seating E. A. Diddle Arena; Paul L.

Garrett Student Center; six women's residence halls;

five men's residence halls. There are five libraries

on the campus: the general college library, the Ken

tucky Library, the Science Library, the Training School

Library, and the Business Library. Together they con

tain approximately 139,000 volumes.

The college confers four undergraduate degrees:

The Bachelor of Arts, the Bachelor of Science, the Bach

elor of Music, and the tvjo-year Associate of Arts

Degree. Also, Western first began offering the Master

of Arts Degree in 1931. This program was discon

tinued from 1936 to 1941, but was resumed in 1941,



and has enjoyed continuous growth since.



ACADEMIC ATHLETIC BUILDING

Contained in this building are classroom facilities for the

Departments of Foreign Language, Physical Education and

Military Science. The modern, spacious E. A. Diddle Arena

is also located in this building. The Arena seats 8,500 for
basketball games at present.



PAUL L. GARRETT STUDENT CENTER

Located in the inner circle of the college, the student
center houses the college cafeteria and the snack bar.

Also located here is the lounge and conference rooms for

the convenience of the students.

DEGREES OFFERED

TPffi BACHELOR OF ARTS DEGREE is conferred upon those

students completing the institutional requirements with

a major in any one of the following fields: Art, Business

Management, Economics and Sociology, English, French,

German, Government, History, Latin, Library Science,

Mathematics, Physics, Psychology or Spanish.

THE BACHELOR OF SCIENCE DEGREE is conferred upon

candidates who complete all institutional requirements

with a major in anyone of the following fields: Accounting,

Agriculture, Biology, Business Education, Business Management,

Chemistry, Education, Geography, Industrial Arts, Home

Economics, Physics, and Physical Education.

THE BACHELOR OF MUSIC DEGPv^E is conferred upon can

didates who complete all institutional requirements and

the Music Curriculum.

THE TVJO YEAR ASSOCIATE OF ARTS DEGREE is conferred

upon candidates who complete the institutional require

ments in the two year curriculum in Small Business Manage

ment and Secretarial Administration.

A student while pursuing one of the four degrees

offered at 'Western, can choose from the many majors, minors

and areas of concentration offered at Western. The college

provides twenty-five (25) academic majors, twenty-eight

(28) academic minors, and ten (10) areas of concentration.

In addition to these curricula VsJestern also offers a



number of professional and pre-professional curric

ula.

The college is proud of its high attainment and

associations which includes: Southern Association of

Colleges and Schools, National Council for Accredition

of Teacher Education, National Association of School

of Music, American Association of Colleges for Teacher

Education, The American Council on Education, Kentucky

Association of Colleges, Secondary, and Elementary

Schools.

In order to foster a better understanding of a

student's responsibilities and to offer as varied a

life as possible for the student population of West

ern, the college approves of eleven (11) honorary

and professional organizations among them is Beta

Gamma Kappa Business Fraternity, forty-three (43)

interest groups, five (5) social sororities and

eleven (11) social fraternities.

\�estern also recognizes the need for the students

to have religious development. Because of this aware

ness and distinct interest in the students it encour

ages all of its students to attend the church of their

choice. The Western Religious Council serves as the

coordinating organization for the religious activities

on the carapus. Working closely with the Religious Coun

cil are the church student center organizations located

on the campus. Among these are the Newman Club, the

Baptist Student Union and the 'Wesley Foundation.



Western Kentucky State College provides a \'-i/ide

variety of cultural activities to its students, faculty

and staff merabers. In cooperation with the Bowling

Green and V\farren County Community Concert Association,

the college provides free student admission to the

outstanding programs presented by the Association.

The Rhodes-Helm Lecture Series is the highlight

of the cultural activities on the Western Kentucky

State College campus. Endowed in 1961 by Mr. and Mrs.

Harold H. Helm, of Montclair, New Jersey, the fund is

to remain intact, and the income from it is to be de

voted to bringing distinguished lectures to the

Western Campus.

The college also maintains extensive programs in

intramural programs as well as intercollegiate ath

letics. The purpose of the intramural program being

to provide each student the opportunity to develop

his body as well as his mind while at Western. The

intercollegiate athletic program sponsors teams in

football, basketball, baseball, golf, track, cross

country, and tennis. The college is a member of

and adheres to the regulations of the Ohio Valley

Conference and of the National Collegiate Athletic

Association.

HISTORY OF THE DEPARTf4.ENT OF BUSINESS AND GOVERNMENT

The Department of Business and Government at West

ern Kentucky State College will be three years old at

the end of the 1963-64 school year. During this period,

the department has been under the able leadership of

Dr. William M. Jenkins, Jr., who is largely responsible

for the almost phenominal growth of the department in

such a short period of time.

In September, 1961, the department consisted of

Dr. Jenkins and three full-time faculty members assist

ed by four part-time teachers from the business commun

ity. Class enrollment for the semester totaled 350 and

majors were offered in Government, Business Administration,

and Business Education. Courses in these areas had pre

viously been taught in various other departments of the

college.

September, 1962, brought a slight increase in the

faculty and a tremendous increase in students. The de

partment class enrollments increased to approxiraately

1,700, creating many space and teacher problems. Dur

ing these two years the department was housed in Ogden

Hall, a building still occupied by the Government and

Sociology areas of the department.

On June 1, 1963, the Bowling Green College of

Commerce was merged \vith Western Kentucky State College,

v/hich affected the Department of Business and Government

almost exclusively since the degrees offered by the



College of Commerce were all within the scope of the

departm.ent. In addition to the merger, the former

Department of Economics and Sociology was made a

part of the Department of Business and Government

with divisional responsibility as follows: Accounting

and Finance, Mr. Glen Lange; Economics, Mr. Wayne Dob-

son; Government and Sociology, Dr , Hugh Thomason. The

remaining areas of Marketing, Managem.ent, Secretarial

Science and Business Education are still under the

direct supervision of Dr. Jenkins.

The undergraduate curriculum in the department

leads to Bachelor of Arts and the Bachelor of Science

degree in the following areas of specialization:

ACCOUNTING: The Accounting curriculum is de

signed to train students entering either the public

or private fields of accounting. The Bachelor of

Science degree is awarded to successful majors which

at the present time number slightly less than 200

students.

BUSINESS EDUCATION: The Business Education cur

riculum conforms with the state requirements of Kentucky

and prepares the recipient of the Bachelor of Science

degree to teach the various business subjects at the

secondary school level. At present, majors in the area

number about 100.

BUSINESS MANAGEMENT: The Business Management area

offers either the Bachelor of Arts or the Bachelor of

Science degree with an emphasis in the areas of Marketing,



Management, or Finance. This is the largest area with

in the department, em.bracing some three to four hundred

individuals.

ECONOMICS: The Bachelor of Arts degree only is

available and under the present affiliation with the

department, the degree remains under the previous title

of Economics and Sociology. This area is primarily a

service area for the rest of the college and has less

than one hundred majors.

GOVERNMENT: The inclusion of Governraent as a part

of the department recognizes the relationship of business

and government in our society. The Bachelor of Arts de

gree is awarded and at present there are about one hundred

majors.

In addition, a one-year certificate is offered in

Secretarial Science and a two-year diploma is awarded

in Secretarial Science and 3m.all Business Management.

At present the department offers a Master of Arts in

Business Education degree in cooperation with the Depart

ment of Education. This program is designed to further

the training and competence of the business teacher in

secondary schools.

Retained by the department in the merger are three

honorary fraternities which were a part of the Bowling

Green College of Comnerce. Tito of these, Pi Tau Nu and

Alpha Sigma are honorary business fraternities and the

other Beta Pi is an honorary accounting fraternity.



These fraternities have as their primary purpose the

fostering of scholarship and maintain extremely rigid

standards for qualification. All three are local frater

nities. There are no other national fraternities within

the department at present.

HISTORY OF BETA GAM^/A ICAPPA

Early in the spring of 1963, the beginning of Beta

Gamma Kappa was fostered by David 'Walter by inquiring

about the possibility of forming a professional business

fraternity. After information regarding such an under

taking was obtained, a meeting was called on May 21 to

determine the extent of interest in a business fratern

ity. At this initial meeting, forty-six students attend

ed and expressed the desire to become a fraternity. Due

to the nearness to the end of the semester it was decided

to wait until the fall to formally organize the fraternity.

On October 17, 1963, an organizational meeting was

held and Beta Gamma Kappa became a reality. During the

next few weeks the by-laws v;ere drawn up and the follow

ing officers were elected:

During the formation of the organization seventy-

three students expressed an interest in the fraternity

with fifty-one actually becoming members. From the

beginning, even at the meeting in May 1963, the group

was unanimous in their desire to affiliate with Delta

Sigma Pi.

Since November we have had several distinguished

speakers. Among these are Mr. Tatgenharst of Haskins

and Sells, Louisville, Kentucky; Mr. Womack of Trav

elers Insurance, Louisville, Kentucky; Mr. Cardwell,

Vice-President of American National Bank and Trust

Company, Bowling Green, Kentucky. Our professional

speaker program has advanced quite nicely and as the

big event of the semester we are planning a field

trip to the Rockwell Manufacturing Company plant

located at Russellville, Kentucky.

After this meeting, the process of

preparing a petition was started.

This is the story of Beta Gamma Kappa in capsule

form. It shows that with leadership and brotherhood

a group of college students were joined together and

now form a strong union with the desire of becoming a

chapter of Delta Sigma Pi.
